APX-R turret — Port de Merrien, Moélan-sur-Mer (France)
The turret was discovered in 1993 by Mr Van Meeven, a person interested in Atlantik Wall remains. It was upside-down, halfburied
in the trench which allowed the access to the Tobruk, and covered with vegetation, so it was hidden for 49 years. Mr Van Meeven,
helped by Moélan townhall employees and friends of the St-Marcel Resistance Museum, took one day to save this old relic. After
several hours, the turret was extracted from its hole with a 10-ton crane. It was cleaned and put on its original Tobruk. On the back of
the turret were found French 1940 Tank Battalions markings, 2 red Ace of Heart on a white square. On the left side, there is a big hole
in the armour, which comes from an explosive shell fired in 1945 from an US ship during an exercise (Maquette Garden Forum)

APX-R turret — Dolgaya Shchel (fjord), near the border with Norway (Russia)
The turret is part of the former German fortification line and is located in the bay of Dolgaya Shshel, also known as Peuravuono (Long
Gap). This is a fairly inaccessible area, for which it is necessary to have a pass for the border zone (Dmitry Shkurin)
