Volunteers have spent five days digging out perfectly preserved WWII vehicle that has been buried 30ft beneath Cambridgeshire Fens
for 74 years. The 26ft-long LVT-4, which was one of 16 brought in to act as a flood defence in the village of Crowland, during the 1947
floods, was uncovered by residents who spent five days digging the lands beneath the Cambridgeshire Fens. The Buffalo, which
weighs 20 tons, had been underground for 74 years but appears to be well-preserved because it was buried in a mixture of peat and
clay. The other 15 LVTs are still buried in the surrounding area
