FAI– Motorization and Technik Museum, Białystok (Poland)
Original hull : early production (1934-1935). It has been transformed into an armored car FAI-M. The chassis is fake one (A. Pankov)

The hull was recovered in the mid 80s from a swamp near Koźliki. The chassis couldn’t be recovered and during the renovation works
it was replaced by an UAZ chassis. It was previously displayed in the Border Guards barracks in Białystok
